	National Definition
	National definition of waste used for the purpose of transboundary movements of waste exists in Algeria. 

Any residue of a process of transformation or using or in general any substance or product and any personal estate that the property or the holder wants to get rid of or eliminate.

National definition of hazardous waste used for the purpose of transboundary movements of waste exists in Algeria. 

Hazardous special wastes: all special waste which by its constituents or by characteristics of hazardous matters that hold back are susceptible to be harmful to public health and for the environment.

Algeria regulates/controls additional wastes as hazardous that are not included in Art. 1 (1)a of the Basel Convention and would be controlled for the purpose of transboundary movements pursuant to Art. 1 (1)b. 

Another definition exist to hazardous wastes in the article 03 of Law no 01-19 of 12/12/2001 related to the management, control and disposal of wastes:

Special wastes: any wastes issued from industrial, agricultural, surgery, service activities and all other activities that in reason of their nature and the composition of their elements cannot be collected, transported and treated within the same conditions as the housing wastes, assimilated and inert.

Special hazardous wastes: any wastes that in reason of its constitution or their characteristics of the noxiousness of their matters could be harmful on the public health and or environment.

Algeria requires special consideration for the following waste(s) when subjected to transboundary movement: 

Housing and assimilated wastes.

Non hazardous wastes.


	Restrictions on Transboundary Movement
	Amendment to the Basel Convention

The amendment to the Basel Convention (Decision III/1) has been implemented in Algeria. 

In accordance with Law no 01-19 of 12/12/2001 related to the management, control and disposal of wastes, the import of hazardous special wastes is forbidden. The export of hazardous wastes is prohibited to countries which has forbidden the import of hazardous wastes.


	
	Restrictions on export for final disposal

Algeria restricts the export of hazardous wastes and other wastes for final disposal. 

Law no 01-19 of 12/12/2001 related to the management, control and disposal of wastes, the import of hazardous special wastes is forbidden. The export of hazardous wastes is prohibited to a country which has forbidden the import of hazardous wastes.

The operations mentioned with the present article are subject to the preliminary authorization of the minister in charge of the environment , this authorization is allotted if the following conditions are met:

- presentation of contract written between the exporting economic operator and the processing center

- presentation of a contract of insurances presenting all financial guaranties necessary

- presentation of a document of signed movement confirming the preliminary assent of the proper authority of the country of importation

- the transit license is matched opposition to restore its own situation on the containers to the entry of the own territory

The export of hazardous wastes is prohibited to countries which has forbidden the import of hazardous wastes.

Algeria restricts the import of hazardous wastes and other wastes for recovery. 

In accordance with Law no 01-19 of 12/12/2001 related to the management, control and disposal of wastes the import of hazardous special wastes is forbidden.


	
	Restrictions on transit
Algeria restricts the transit of hazardous wastes and other wastes. 

In accordance with Law no 01-19 of 12/12/2001 related to the management, control and disposal of wastes.

Article 26 of the Law no 01-19 of 12/12/2001 related to the management, control and disposal of wastes said that the exportation and the transit of the special and hazardous wastes are prohibited toward the countries that forbid their importation and toward the countries that do not forbid this importation in the absence of their special and written commitment besides the authorization of the transit that match with the affix seals on the container at the borders of the national territory.

With Law n° 01-19 of 12/12/2001 related to the management, control and disposal of wastes its 2nd article said the management, the control and the elimination of wastes is based on the following principles:

the prevention and the reduction of the production of the noxiousness of the waste in the source; the organization of the sort, the collect, the transport and treatment of the waste; the ecological and rational treatment of the waste; the information and the citizen sensitization.

Inter-ministerial decree laying down the methods of elimination of the anatomic specimens of human origin.

Inter-ministerial decree fixing the characteristics of the document of movement of dangerous special waste.

Inter-ministerial decree fixing the contents of the file of request for authorization of transport of dangerous special waste, the methods of granting of the authorization like its design features.
